“Our family
faces a lot of challenges every day, and to have something like this taken care of—something we
couldn’t afford on our own—it means the world to us.”

The installation will be completed by Patrick Neill, owner of The Brothers That Just Do Gutters
Capitol District franchise and his team of employees. Other sponsors contributing to the project

A veteran himself, Patrick Neill enlisted in the military after the events of 9/11, later earning
admission to West Point. He served 13 years and was medically retired from the U.S. Army as a
Captain. “As a veteran-owned business, giving back to the veteran community through ‘Gutters
for Good’ is personal for us,” said Neill. “We are honored to serve a family that has given so
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much to others. We’ve received incredible support from the local community and like-minded
businesses, and we are grateful to serve a community where sacrifice is remembered, and service
is respected.
